The Alliance Française de Canberra has come a long way since its foundation in 1944. Our current building has provided a focus for our activities since 1972. In recent years the numbers of people wanting to learn about and explore French language, culture and society have continued increase.  We expect the demand for the experiences offered by the Alliance to continue to grow. As this growth continues our facilities will have to be progressively modernised and expanded.
So we must plan for our future.  During the last two years we have revised our Constitution to achieve charity status and established a tax deductible building fund.  But to develop a clearer vision of the Alliance’s future directions the Committee and a small group of staff and members met during 2009 to develop the Strategic Plan.  

The Plan being published  so that everyone with an interest in the Alliance, members, teachers, staff and others, and its activities can easily see what its overall aims are and how we hope to go about achieving them.
